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I attended my first session on Tuesday evening, “All About Conference,” with my wonderful mentoree, Sander, from our IG. I enjoyed having a refresher course and sharing the whole conference experience with Sander. He and I agreed on most issues presented during the conference, but a few times our votes of conscience were opposite each other. I am always impressed with how Delegates can express passionate opinions on a topic, then go out to lunch together and enjoy each other’s company with no resentments. I guess that’s part of having 180 folks together who are all in recovery from our disease. Another thing that always impresses me at conference is hearing how far some Delegates have come, traveling more than 24 hours on various modes of transportation. I love hearing all of the different languages being spoken, too. 

I served on the Reference Sub-Committee and therefore, on the Bylaws Committee. Our chairman said that we were like a “microcosm” of the body as we tried to refine motions before the assembly debated and voted on them.

The Literature Committee has been very busy this past year. They had 7 items up for voting. After much discussion and debate (on some items more than others,) only one was defeated, the new pamphlet, “Common Solution: Diversity and Recovery.” See Sander’s report for excellent information on all of these.
Of the 12 remaining motions, a few were withdrawn for various reasons, several were adopted unanimously and some were debated. Probably the motion of most interest that passed was the addition of a ninth tool, “Action Plan.” It will not be added to the revised pamphlet, “The Tools of Recovery” until a description of this tool is proposed by the Literature Committee and voted on by the WSBC.

World Service continues to update our web site. One of the most exciting additions is the Other Language Links, which has a link on the top of every page of the web site. When you click on this link, you will be taken to a page listing twenty countries outside the US with OA service bodies in the language of that country. Be sure that you check out the ever increasing number of podcasts on the OA web site (www.oa.org). You may recognize a voice or two!

There is a very professional new television public service announcement informing viewers about OA and how it is available for those who want to stop eating compulsively. We hope to have it on local TV soon. You may be able to view it at our Atlanta IG convention on June 19.

I hope that many of you are planning to attend the 50th anniversary OA convention in Los Angeles, August 26-29. See you there to celebrate our recovery and encourage others!
